Some of you may have noticed that there are many deer
around. Well, those beautiful deer are having some very
cute babies. If you are so lucky to catch a glimpse of a
spotted lil fawn there are some things you should know.

For the first few weeks of a fawns life, the mother’s
absence is a survival strategy, not neglect. For the Ffirst
month, the mother leaves the fawn alone for 6 - 12 hours
at a time to avoid attracting predators to the baby’s
location. The baby is born with a spotted coat for
camouflage and no scent to be detected. The mother
returns to the fawn 2 to 4 times per day and usually at
dusk or dawn, to nurse quickly.

DO NOT TOUCH A FAWN, this can cause extreme stress
and may cause the baby to run into danger.

KEEP DOGS LEASHED AND AWAY
FROM THE BABY.

GIVE THE AREA SPACE, if you get
to close or are hanging around,
this could delay the mother’s
return as she tries to avoid you.

Enjoy the experience, as we are so
Fortunate to see nature this close.

Please make sure that all leaves
are in compostable paper bags, no
duct tape, no rocks, and no
plastic. JUST LEAVES!!

Please do not throw bags of leaves
in the refuse bins.
